Statista.com quotes, “While, 41%
of Americans use social media to consume news everyday, 54% see fake news
as a big problem.

The second reason why people should spend less time on social media is
because people are using social media for normal communication. According
to researchgate.net, “Studies have claimed that social networking sites are
used as a substitute for face-to-face interaction.” A survey showed the use of
Facebook and MySpace was used most as online communication among 183
college students. “Social media can disconnect us from the real world.”
wphtm.org quoted.

The last reason why people should spend less time on social media is because
it is as addictive as it is unhealthy. Socialnomics.net says, Social media can
create FOMO (the fear of missing out) because you want to do what
everybody else is doing. This can cause anxiety, negative feelings, and
emotions. Healthline.com  quotes, “Many people use social media
compulsively and excessively. This allows social media to influence your



brain in harmful ways.” To add on, addictioncenter.com quotes, "Social media
can cause unhappiness and increase the risk of developing health issues like
depression.

As you can see, before you go using your phone, laptop, computer, or tablet,
think about it for a second. “Is Social Media really worth the hype?” or “Is
Social Media healthy?” This is mainly because of three top reasons, it can
enable the spread of unreliable and false information, people are using social
media for normal communication, and social media is addictive as it is
unhealthy.

Understanding COVID-19 Vaccines
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While the COVID-19 pandemic is still ongoing, everyone must take actions
to prevent the virus from spreading, because for some people, it can cause
severe illness or death. One of the steps we can take is to get vaccinated.
However, before we do that, we should first understand which vaccines are
available and how they work.

COVID-19 vaccines help our bodies develop immunity to the virus. Different
types of vaccines work in different ways to offer protection, but regardless of
which type, the body is left with a supply of “memory” T-lymphocytes and B-
lymphocytes that will remember how to fight the virus in the future. It usually
takes a few weeks for the body to produce T-lymphocytes and B-lymphocytes
after vaccination. Therefore, it is possible to be infected by the virus just
before or after vaccination and then get sick because the vaccine did not have
enough time to provide protection.

Currently, the most common type of COVID-19 vaccine that is undergoing
large-scale, or Phase 3, clinical trials is the mRNA vaccine, such as Pfizer-
BioNTech’s Comirnaty and Moderna’s mRNA-1273. It contains messenger
RNA from the virus that gives our cells instructions to make a harmless spike
protein, which is found on the real virus. After copies of the protein are made,
the cell displays the protein piece on its surface. Immune cells destroy the
mRNA from the vaccine, and immunity to the virus is developed.

There are also other types of COVID-19 vaccines that are undergoing Phase
3 clinical trials such as the vector vaccine and the protein subunit vaccine.
Vector vaccines contain a live, weakened virus, also known as a viral vector,
that has genetic material from the coronavirus. Once the viral vector is inside




our cells, the genetic material instructs the cells to make a spike protein. This
would then encourage our bodies to generate an immune response against the
virus. As an example, the University of Oxford and AstraZeneca’s AZD1222
uses a genetically modified chimpanzee adenovirus as its viral vector.

The protein subunit vaccines, on the other hand, contain the proteins instead
of guiding our bodies to make them. Once vaccinated, our immune system
will recognize that the proteins don’t belong in the body and begin making T-
lymphocytes and antibodies. Novavax’s NVX-CoV2373 and Medicago’s
CoVLP belong in this category, and it is also the only type of vaccine that has
been undergoing clinical trials in Taiwan.

Even though drug companies and governments around the world have been
working hard to mass produce and distribute vaccines, they’re still not widely
available in many countries. While we’re waiting to get vaccinated, we should
continue to protect ourselves and others by wearing masks and maintaining
social distancing. Hopefully, the pandemic will be under control once the
world is able to get more access to the vaccines being produced.
